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LaserMax products are shipped in anti-static material for protec-
tion. If the shipping carton is severely damaged, notify the carrier
immediately for insurance purposes.

QUALITY CONTROL

All LaserMax products undergo extensive inspection and testing
before shipment. A finaltest sheetis included for your reference.

CLEANING AND STORAGE

The laser output window may become fogged by smoke during
extended firing. To clean, UNLOAD THE PISTOL AND TURN
OFF THE LASER before cleaning with a lens cleaning fluid and
a soft cloth.

INSTALLATION

SLIDE AND SPRING GUIDE REMOVAL

UNLOADING

Press the magazine release button
and remove the magazine.

Clear the chamber by pulling back = -
the slide. BuTTON

Check the chamber to ensure there
is no round in the chamber.

DO NOT LOCK THE SLIDE WITH
THE SLIDE CATCH LEVER.
REMOVAL OF THE SLIDE

Hold the pistol in the right hand, muzzle slightly elevated; withthe
left forefinger depress the disassembly latch release button and
with the left thumb rotate the disassembly latch clockwise until it
stops, wing pointing down. See drawing

at right. In one smooth stroke, pullthe (
barrel/slide assembly clear of the frame.

DISASSEMBLY
RELEASE BUTTON




Note: The barrel/slide assembly can
also be pulled free of the frame by
grasping the slide from above. This
method has the advantage of allow-
ing the thumb to swing under the
slide, supporting the recoil
spring/guide unit while pulling the
barrel/slide assembly off the frame.

CAUTION

The recoil spring is under compression and is subject to ac-
cidental release. The spring and guide can be launched a
great distance. Wear protective safety glasses and point the
slide assembly in a safe direction while the spring is under
compression.

REMOVAL OF THE SPRING

AND GUIDE

Grasp the recoil spring and with
forceful control, slide it forward about
1/2" and lift it out of the slide.
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Remove the spring and guide and
place in storage.
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DISASSEMBLY LATCH, RELEASE BUTTON REMOVAL

Hold the pistol frame in the right hand and with the right forefinger,
depress the disassembly latch re-
lease button. With the left hand ro-
tate the disassembly latch counter
clockwise until the lever stops.
Pull the disassembly lever out-
ward and remove the lever from /
the frame. Slowly decrease pres-

sure on the release button until the spring pressure is gone and
pull the reiease button out of the frame.
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NOTE: You should use the disassembly latch button and spring
provided by the firearms manufacturer and the disassembly lever
provided by LaserMax.

SAFETY AND COMPLIANCE LABELING

IMPORTANT: Install the required labeling. Operation of a

laser product without the required safety labeling may vio-
late Federal Law. CAUTION: Install FDA label on the QUTSIDE
of the pistol frame.

The label contains the re-

quired warning for a CLASS Ill A laser. A certification section
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stating that LaserMax certifies the product complies with FDA
regulation, the LaserMax address, and the month and year of
manufacture.

Clean the bottom of the pistol frame with alcohol or nail polish
remover. Install the required label in the position indicated on
the bottom of the frame in front of the trigger guard.

INSTALLATION OF DISASSEMBLY LATCH/LASER
SWITCH AND RELEASE BUTTON

Hold the frame of the pistol in the right hand with the right side
of the frame facing upward. Insert the disassembly latch re-
lease button spring into the proper hole in the frame. Place
the disassembly latch release
button into the frame with the re-
cessed spring hole in the button
lined up with the release button
spring. Press and hold the re-
lease button so that it is flush
with the frame. While holding the
release button, place the
LaserMax disassembly latchinto
the left side of the frame and ro-
tate it clockwise until it stops
against the release button. Make sure the disassembly latch
is under the end of the release button.

The laser switch should be centered in the frame before the
slide assembly is installed.
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INSTALLATION OF BATTERIES

The batteries must be clean and free of finger oils. Contami-
nated battery contacts will cause premature failure of the
battery. Never mix old batteries with new ones or different

types of batteries. Service temper-
o
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ature range is -10°C to +50°C

(+14°F to +120°F). Protect the laser

sighted pistol from freezing 1
temperatures. OR/J@
Installation or replacement of the battery set is accomplished by
removal of the battery cap from the

rear of the LMS laser spring guide.
Hold the laser spring guide in the left
hand, and with the right hand push
the cap onto the spring guide and si-
multaneously rotate the cap counter
clockwise to remove it. Place 4 new
377 silver oxide cells (LaserMax recommends Everyready Ener-
gizer) or 1 LMS-377 battery pack into the battery compartment
with the rounded (-) terminal into the tube and the plus side (+) up
facing out. Now replace the battery
cap by aligning painted tab with
painted notch on cap (only one posi-
tion is possible), pressing down and
rotating the cap clock- wise. Note:
Some resistance will be felt rotating
the cap until it is locked into position.

LASER SPRING GUIDE INSTALLATION

Slide the LMS Recoil Spring on the laser sight guide rod and
seat the accuracy washer firmly against the battery cap by
pushing on the recoil spring.

Caution: Make sure that the two short
legs are resting on the barrel.
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See CAUTION on page 5. With the short B

legs of the battery cap facing down, firmly ,
grasp the battery cap and insert the as-
sembly into the slide while pushing for-
ward and down. When installing the LMS
laser spring guide, be sure the legsonthe
battery cap of the LMS laser spring guide
rest centered against the bottom of the
front barrel lug as shown at right.

The LMS-1441 uses the factory recoil spring. The LMS 1431

SLIDE INSTALLATION

Reassemble the slide to the frame. Pull the
slide 1/4"past the barrel locked position and
rotate the disassembly latch to the horizon-
tal position. If resistance is felt during as-
sembly, do not force. Remove the slide,

ensure that the cap and short legs are positioned as required,
then attempt assembly again.
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OPERATION

TURNING LASER ON AND OFF
Cycle the slide fully several times to ensure the LMS sight is
seated in the receiver.

Point the Pistol in a safe direction, push in the disassembly
latch/laser switch with your trigger finger until a click is felt. The
emission indicator will be visible.

The laser sight should be projecting a pulsing red beam that
closely matches the factory open sight.

Turnthe laser sight off by recentering the disassembly latch/laser
switch, pressing in the opposite direction until the red indicator is
no longer visible.

Pressing the disassembly latch/laser switch further will turn the
sight on again and expose the red on indicator.
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SERVICE

TROUBLESHOOTING

If the laser fails to operate, please consider the following pos-

sibilities:

1. Pleasereview instructions. Cycle the action to assure elec-
trical contact. NOTE: some new guns may have finish on
the frame which could prevent the laser from turning on.

Cycle the action many times till the laser stays on, orbreak
the gun in with 50 rounds of ammo.

2. Areall batteries or battery pack installed with the ‘+' side to-
ward the battery cap? Are the battery contacts clean?

3. If possible measure the battery voltage. Minimum of 1.5
volts for each cell or 6.0 volts for the pack.

Does the battery pin protrude from the plastic cap?

5. s switch/Disassembly latch installed correctly?
6. Does the frame have excess lubricant?
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Is the battery temperature above -10°C (14°F) ?

2. This sight is optimized for close combat under low light
conditions.

3. Always compare your laser sight point of aim to that of your
open sights to assure accuracy before use.

4. Laser sights are not toys, don't waste your batteries on
horse play. Never point your laser sight directly into an-
other's eyes.

5. Keep a fresh set of batteries for carry and use older
batteries for practice.

6. Battery contacts must be cleaned of finger oils before
installation.

7. Batteries are available from LaserMax, or from electronics,
and photo specialty stores.
